We are an urban teaching and training practice caring for a growing list of around 6000 patients and offering a wide range of services including contraceptive implant and coil fitting, minor surgery and joint injection, physiotherapy, travel immunizations and acupuncture. We host midwives, mental health practitioners and a family support worker and have been proactive in introducing and developing social prescribing. The practice team consists of the manager and 3 partners; 2 salaried GPs and a GP registrar; lead nurse, 2 practice nurses, HCA and phlebotomist; office manager and 7 receptionists. We collaborate with the 5 other practices in our PCN.
We use EMIS Web clinical software.
We typically achieve 98-99% of available clinical QOF points.
Our last CQC inspection was in 2018 and rated us Good in all areas.

We work together closely as a practice, with regular meetings within the medical, nursing and admin teams, and a physical layout that encourages contact and support among practice members. Instead of a duty doctor system we use shared task lists for visit requests, call-backs and other urgent contacts. Most of our GP appointments are same-day-bookable.
We work closely with the Community Nurses, Community Matron and other community teams, and host regular Core Group and Palliative Care meetings to strengthen working relationships with other professionals.
